Next Available Date

Soccer, baseball, softball games + others occasionally get rained out. They should be rescheduled on the “next available date”, rescheduled by athletic directors, not coaches.

DEFINITION

The “next available date” is not necessarily the next day that neither school has a soccer/baseball/softball/other game scheduled. It is the next available day that neither school has a scheduled contest in that sport AND:

· There are busses or other transportation available.
· There are not other school events/tests/concerts/picnics/etc that affect sports scheduling.
· There is not a wide disparity in the number of games that both teams would be playing that week.

· It is convenient for the school to play a game on that day.
· There are officials available.
The “next available date doesn’t change depending on your opponent.
AD’s shall not consider which date might be the best for “winning” the contest.

PROCEDURES

While the procedures for selecting a make-up date depend on the two schools, the following procedures might be used:

· The coaches might preliminarily discuss possible make-up dates.
· The coaches shall suggest possible make-up dates with their athletic directors.
· AD’s need to check with site administration, transportation co-ordinators, directors of student activities, etc. to determine available dates.

· AD’s shall then communicate with each other and decide on the make-up dates, arrange transportation, communicate with school administration and the league commissioner; then confirm the rescheduled contest with their coaches.
